“Deep ruby. Spice-accented red and dark berry scents are complemented by succulent herb, tobacco and smoky
mineral flourishes. Juicy, focused and appealingly sweet, offering sappy black raspberry and cherry cola flavors
that take on licorice and vanilla notes with air. Closes very long and precise, with repeating cherry and herb notes
and supple tannins that add frame and gentle grip.” 93 points.

“This is in pretty good form. It’s medium-bodied at the absolute most but it has more than its fair share of charm.
It’s the purity that does it; the balance. Boysenberry and fresh blackcurrant/redcurrant with tips of mint, tobacco
and cedar. Tannin is fine and in appropriate measure with the weight of fruit; it feels effortless and controlled at
once. The cleanliness of this, the aformentioned purity, really works in this wine’s favour” 92 points.
